

SPANISH 4550: Histories and Cultures of Spain
Spring 2025

Course Description
Interdisciplinary study of the histories, arts, cultures, and politics of Spain and its autonomous communities, giving attention to their diversity and internal heterogeneity.

Required prerequisite: SPAN 3040 or 3060.

Course Outcomes and Objectives 
At the end of this course, students will be able to:
· describe in the target language the major events and groups that contribute to the history and cultures of the Iberian Peninsula from prehistory to the present.
· critically analyze historical and cultural artifacts in the target language. 
· interpret and evaluate concepts such as culture, nation, modernity, or politics in the target language.
· identify and evaluate secondary source materials using humanities research methods. 
· develop original written and oral arguments of a chosen peninsular topic in the target language.
