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SECOND YEAR KOREAN II (KOREA 2020)

Course Description and Objective

This second-year Korean course is intended for students who have completed KOREA 2010 at the University of Utah with a grade of B- or higher, or an equivalent course. Students in this class should feel confident applying all previously learned grammar in realistic, communicative situations and be able to engage in simple conversations on covered topics.
The course aims to further students' communicative competence, enabling them to express themselves and comprehend Korean in a wide range of contexts. Emphasis is placed on advancing mastery of vocabulary, grammar, and cultural understanding to support competent, culturally appropriate communication in varied interactions.
