COURSE OBJECTIVES 
This course is designed to lay a groundwork for students who have an elementary grasp of Mandarin Chinese. The textbook we use—Integrated Chinese 1 (4th edition) and its accompanying Workbook—are specially designed for students with diverse needs and interests in pursuing Chinese as a foreign language. This course covers basic knowledge of the Chinese language and develops students’ Chinese skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. By the end of the term, students should be able to 1) recognize about 600 characters and vocabulary; 2) carry out daily conversations on real-life topics, such as the start of a new semester, dorm life, choosing classes, etc.; 4) read and write substantial passages related to life.

Attendance & Participation (15%)
Attendance and participation are ESSENTIAL in language learning, thus skipping classes is strongly discouraged. Missing classes could possibly slow down your progress and may eventually affect your overall performance. Thus, You Are Expected to Attend EVERY Class.  Your instructor will take attendance starting from THE 2ND WEEK of the semester and you will receive your grade for attendance and participation after each class. Please check your grades on Canvas regularly. Your absences will be excused ONLY if you provide a legitimate documentation, such as doctor’s note, funeral program, court order, etc. The documentation must be provided as an original or photocopy for the instructor to keep, with the dates the student wishes to have excused clearly marked on it. Eight or more than Eight UNEXCUSED absences (which is tantamount to two weeks’ absence) will result an automatic F. 
Late arrival is strongly discouraged and will be reflected on your attendance grade. Being Late for Three times equals One Absence. Students who arrive 30 mins after the beginning of class will NOT receive any credit for that day. If you have a legitimate excuse, please talk to your instructor.  
While in class, as a courtesy to your classmates and the class, please switch off your cellphones.

Review and preview are very helpful and important. Previewing each new Dialogue means to familiarize yourself with the vocab and grammar. As for character memorization, please refer to the “Dictation” section.

The DUE DATE of homework submissions are clearly marked on the “Weekly Schedule.”

WorkBook (20%)
Submitting your Workbook homework is essential. The Workbook provides abundant exercises on discrete language points and skill-building synthesized activities. The purpose of doing Workbook is to help you put your knowledge into practice and see the connection between language study and real communication. Unless otherwise noted, your workbook due date is marked on the course schedule. Late submission with no documentation will be accepted. Late by one day will receive 95% of the grade, late by two days will receive 90% of the grade, late by three days will receive 85% of the grade, late by four days will receive 80% of the grade, etc (Note that we only meet four times a week). Being late for one week will NOT be accepted. Exceptions will only be made for those who provided valid reasons (documentations such as doctor’s note). 
Since the WorkBook homework is an integrated task that includes character writing, grammar, vocabulary, translation, composition, and each lesson’s WorkBook varies in terms of format, it is unreasonable for the instructor to provide you with a precise rubric. In general, grammar, translation, composition weigh heavier than character and vocabulary. Your Workbook assignment is graded on a 20-point-scale. Usually, 0.1 deduction for each character mistake, grammar mistakes range from 0.2-1. Punctual submission secures at least a passing grade (12/20). Higher accuracy earns you higher grade. Incomplete Homework is NOT accepted. Please always staple or use a clip (which will be distributed by the instructor at the beginning of the semester) when turning in your workbook homework. 
Correcting your WorkBook homework Correctly will increase your assignment score by at least 10%. For example, if you receive 90% for your workbook assignment, through correctly correcting every error, you can increase your grade to 99%. The point is to help you learn. 
CharacterBook (5%) 
Your ability to read and write Characters determines the level of your literacy in Chinese. Copying out the characters only takes up to 5% of your total score. This is because this assignment is mainly for assisting you do better in your dictations. Please break down the character by stroke according to the stroke order and write the complete character, for 3 times.
E.g. 木 (mù, wood/tree)
Your should do this in your character workbook, for 3 times:

Dictations (20%)
Dictations are usually given in the last class of each Dialogue. It is designed to examine your command of the pronunciation and meanings of the vocabulary and lesson text. Therefore, please prepare not just the vocabulary but also important sentence structures from that Dialogue.
Make-up dictation is only available if you provide a valid documentation. Please follow up with the instructor and set up a make-up Within ONE WEEK after missing your quiz.  
Chinese characters are difficult. Therefore, there is always a second chance. If you are unsatisfied with your dictation grade, you may request to retake it the Next Day. The highest score you can get from your retake is 93% (A).  

Oral Report (10%)
After completing learning every Lesson, there is an oral report (length: around 5 mins). Topic/prompt will be given three days before the presentation. The format is “in pairs:” find a different classmate to work with every time. Your oral presentation will be graded based on 1) how much and correctly you utilize and employ the newly learned vocabularies and grammars of that lesson; 2) how naturally (fluently) your speech and interactions are (tip: while using cue cards to remind yourself of the conversation is fine, reading from a draft/script is discouraged.)

Chinese Table (5%)
Chinese Table is an extra-curricular activity that is scheduled to take place weekly starting from the beginning of September. Each Chinese Table lasts for an hour. Generally, for the first half hour, under the guidance of a Teaching Assistant, you will be doing pattern practices, dialogue exchanges, pair activities, group games, etc. In the second half hour, you will have chances to mix and mingle with other second-year Chinese learners.
There will be 10 sessions of it throughout the semester (one of those 10 sessions takes place in the form of a talk on Chinese culture). Snacks and beverages will be provided. Chinese language only.
You are required to go to 5 out of the 10 sessions to receive a full grade. 

Midterm Exam (12%. Oral 6% and Written 6%)
Final Exam (13%. Oral 6.5% and Written 6.5%)
There are TWO exams: Mid-term Exam and Final Exam throughout the semester. All tests and exams will include both oral and written components, with equal percentage of fifty percent each. The test format will be announced in advance. Exams are cumulative, in terms of vocabulary, grammar, and important sentence patterns. Remember to review all the materials learned in class, including, but not limited to, supplementary and authentic materials.  
Tests and exams CANNOT be made up unless an official written excuse is provided, and prior arrangement is made in advance. Make-up will not be allowed afterwards except for unexpected occurrences such as family emergency, serious illness, etc. 

Extra Credits (5%)
Starting from September, there will be weekly extra-curricular activities (Chinese Table) through the rest of the semester. You earn 0.5 extra credit for each time (5 credits maximum). (time and locations are TBD)

•  Attend every single class. Engaging yourself in class helps save your time figuring out the class materials on your own and provides interactive practice opportunities with your classmates.

•  Review any errors you made on homework, dictations, and exams. Make sure you understand what you missed and how to correct them before moving on to the next lesson. 
•  Find some time to immerse yourself with Chinese every day. Take advantage of small pockets of time. It can be in any format— doing homework assignments, listening to Chinese songs, reading posts on social media, watching short clips from your favorite live streamers. Be creative! 
•  Check the class schedule and your grades on Canvas regularly. 
•  Use office hours if you need help (or if you want to practice your Chinese)! Your instructor will be more than happy to assist you and chat with you. 
•  Practice, practice, practice! Practice may not make everything perfect but will absolutely make your Chinese better each day!
