	•	Absences: Regular attendance is crucial. Each student is allowed a total of TWO unexcused absences throughout the semester.

Homework 
Our main purpose in class is to use the language communicatively and creatively. The written homework prepares you for class and it gives you the opportunity to deepen your understanding of topics discussed in class. 
	•	The written homework has to be completed either in your workbook or on your notebook. (Sometimes you will be asked to complete your work on a separate sheet of paper to hand to the instructor. 
	•	Please consult Canvas for the specific homework assignments. •	Homework may be assigned at any time throughout the semester.

In-class Reviews
Students will prepare a brief review (3 minutes) of the material covered the previous lesson according to the schedule. (10%)
Oral Presentations
Each oral presentation must be about Italian culture and society (topics need to be approved by the instructor). Half page minimum (150-200 words).  3-4 minutes. Text of the presentation due one day prior of the presentation. 
Written Exams and Quizzes 
3 exams on grammar will be given throughout the semester with topical quizzes between exams.

	•	Do your homework on time. 
	•	Speak Italian as much as possible during class. 
	•	Don’t be afraid to ask questions before, during and after class. 
	•	Come to office hours if you feel behind and contact the instructor early in case of any problem concerning the class or material. 
	•	Use your Italian outside of class as much as you can. The only way to make a language ‘useful’ is by using it. Find ways to practice and enjoy Italian, even if you have to start with internal dialoguing. Thinking through daily activities in Italian is a great way to push your skills and build confidence for doing other things like conversing, writing, work, or simply enjoying Italian movies and music.
