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MUSC 1140 Aural Skills II- Section 002
Spring Semester 2025

Course Description
This aural skills course provides further development of sight-singing and dictation skills.
Prerequisite: passing the First-Year Placement Exam or MUSC 110, MUSC 1100, or a score of ‘3’ or ‘4’ on the AP Theory Exam.

Course Outcomes and Objectives 
Aural Skills II (MUSC 1140) is an activity-based learning course that parallels what is being taught concurrently in Theory II (MUSC 1120). In other words, it is the hands-on “lab” of the Theory II course. To be a great musician, your ability to hear and understand musical sound accurately is crucial. The activities outlined in the Rogers/Ottman textbook, along with the Auralia drills and additional assignments from your instructor, will help you to develop exceptional skills in the areas of accurate music reading, dictation & transcription skills, music listening, and developing very fine intonation awareness for musical communicating and performing. In this course you will learn how to focus your attention on memorizing & remembering pitch and rhythmic elements, and accurately transcribe what you hear into musical notation. You will learn how to play & sing in tune with greater accuracy, fluency, and musical expression. In the words of noted aural-skills pedagogue, Gary Karpinski, the overriding goal is “to help you to hear the music you see, and see the music you hear...” By the end of the semester, you will acquire the following skills:
1. You will become fluent in the language of moveable-do solfège.
2. You will be able to correctly notate rhythm using protonotation and time signatures.
3. You will develop aural and notational skills by learning to listen accurately. You will learn to "see" the music that you hear. You will be able to demonstrate this ability by correctly writing out pitches and rhythms of melodies played in short and long contexts.
4. You will develop aural and music-reading skills by learning to sing unfamiliar melodies by sight. You will learn to "hear" the music that you see. You will be able to sing these melodies in different clefs, rhythms & meters, keys, and tempos.
5. You will learn to hear and identify the quality/type of intervals, triads, and 7th chords.
6. You will learn basic conducting patterns and how to sing and conduct simultaneously.
