Description
This course will focus on developing the musical and technical skills required in the study and performance of classical, romantic, twentieth century and contemporary chamber music repertoire. Each chamber group, as assigned and approved by faculty, will receive a 50-minute coaching weekly.
Each ensemble is required to meet at least twice between coachings (minimum required weekly rehearsal time: 2 hours) to rehearse the assigned repertoire. The rehearsals must not be held just prior to the coaching, but on another day of the week. Using the set class times is required (see above). If you need to change times, please contact me directly for permission. Individual preparation of parts is essential.  

Objectives/Class Performances (outcomes)
The objective of the class is to use all resources available to learn and perform the assigned piece.  A minimum of one performance is required of each ensemble.

In order to receive credit for attending concerts, you must hand in signed programs (and tickets, if issued), no later than last day of classes.   There will be a drop envelope on my office door in the last week of classes.


Grading
Grading will be determined by the combination of the following factors:

· Preparation of individual part 30 %
· Attitude, cooperation with group (understanding of score, etc.) 20 %
· Attendance at coachings and rehearsals and class performances 20 %
· Performance 30%

If two or more scheduled rehearsals/coaching are missed (with no prior notice) it can automatically result in the grade F.  If a scheduled performance is missed, the grade F will be given (and the student is disqualified from participating in the chamber group).  The Head of Chamber Music Studies reserves the right to remove or reassign any student from a group, if the student hinders progress and full participation of the group.
The student is required to hand in a Performance Attendance Card at each of the required events.  Please print this syllabus, which has these cards on the last page.  Failure to attend required events will affect your grade.
